in a perfect world, all children would be able to see their parents in a home setting. However,
sometimes, because of psychological or substance abuse problems, or because of violence, or other
situations which might create a risk for the children, a parent is not allowed to see their children without
monitoring. Usually, these visits are held in county courthouses, during working hours.

Safe Harbor Child Access Centers serve as a port in the storm for families in crisis, providing
supervised access services on weekends, in a warm, family-friendly setting. Each family gets their own
room, equipped with toys, books and games, and is monitored by trained volunteers. On an average
weekend, we serve 15-20 families. Unlike some providers, Safe Harbor does not charge user fees.
Peggy O’'Crowley did a wonderful job of featuring our services in her recent Star Ledger article, which 1
have included with this letter.

I am writing to you today to ask for your support again for Safe Harbor. In the past, you have
been generous with your financial and emotional support for our programs.
